Ask questions-how
long will installation/
service take.

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Staying Warm All Winter

Make sure all doors and windows can

Change your heating system filters

close tightly. Check for leaks. You may regularly. A dirty clogged filter can

need to replace weather stripping or
caulk around leaky areas. By sealing
air leaks/gaps around windows, doors,
your foundation and places where
pipes pass through the wall, you can
save a bundle on your heating bill this
winter.

Check your Thermostat. Keep your
thermostat at 70 degrees or lower dur-
ing the day. Set your thermostat to
even lower temperatures at night or
when you are away from home. At
night 65-69 degrees is comfortable for
most people. If you have a program-
mable thermostat set it to reduce the
temperature while you are away. If you
do not have a programmable thermo-
stat, put a hook beside your thermostat
and hang your keys on it. This way

make your fan and furnace work much
harderd which will cost you more.
Check the filter at least once every
month, more often if you have a lot of
dust. Replace it at least twice this win-
ter if not 3 times. Check for leaks in
your duct work and around your regis-
ters. You can seal ductwork with duct
tape, but make sure it is UL
(Underwriter Laboratory). You may
want to seek professional help with this
to ensure proper sealing.

Bath Fans and Ventilating Fans can
draw out an entire houseful of heated
air in about an hour, so be sure to turn
them off as soon as they have done
their job.

You can reduce your water heating
costs by using less hot water. Do this
by installing low flow showerheads and
fixing leaky faucets. When doing laun-
dry try using warm or cold water rather
than hot and try to wash one large load
instead of many small loads. You can
also save energy by reducing the tem-
perature of your water heater. If the
